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Endurance Timing Services

Endurance Timing Services has been created to make time keeping easier for equestrian 
endurance at local, National and International levels. 

It's made up of a group of computers linked together so that the information received by  

one of them is transmitted immediately to the others.

The programme can be configured and modified according to the conditions of each race. 
Furthermore it can be adapted to the rules of each federation: local, National and 
International.
 

When the race starts, the programme is started up so that when the horses and riders arrive 
from the first phase they are registered on the computer.  Once a number goes in, the 
programme calculates the phase speed and the maximum time to enter the Vet-Gate 
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Details

Once the horse goes into the Vet-Gate it is registered again on the computer. A label is made 

automatically which shows:

          - Dorsal/rider number (D)

          - Phase number (Ph)

          - Arrival time (Arrival T)

          - Control time (Control T)

          - Recovery time (Rec.T)

          - Next departure time (Next Depart. T)

          - Minimum arrival time (in case of  controlled speed race)    (Min. Arrival T)

          - Maximum arrival time (Max. Arrival T)

          - Phase speed (Ph. Sp)

          - Event accumulated speed (Ac. Sp)

          - Race identification (in case of simultaneous races) (R)
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Once the horse has passed the Vet-Gate, the rider can see his/her time departure on a TV 

screen situated at the departure.

After each phase the riders' classifications are generated by the computer. Finally, once the 

race is finished a general classification is made.

The programme has the capacity to create horse and rider Rankings and registers. At the 

same time it's used as a race, horse and rider database. 

 

During the race, if an Internet connection is possible, Endurance Timing Services publish 
the results of each phase on its web page 

The system has been used for the last 5 years, especially the last 2, for CEI***; CEI** and  

CEI*. Totalling over 70 races, all of which obtained satisfactory results.

Conclusion:  the  most  important  advantage  of  this  programme  is  the  simplicity  of 

utilization, the very little material used and its fasting assembly. 
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
